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Year-One Goals for the Individual Induction Plan (IIP)

The following goals for professional growth have been written by the individual program completer in consultation with CSUN program faculty. The goals reflect the competency level demonstrated on evaluations conducted during clinical practice. The evaluation document is conceptualized around the six domains and the 13 Teaching Performance Expectations defined by the Commission on Teacher Credentialing. The purpose of establishing these goals and selecting one or more to work toward during the first year of an induction program is to continue to advance the professional growth begun in the CSUN single subject credential program. 

Domain A: Making Subject Matter Comprehensible to Students

Goal: I will offer students challenging course work and the opportunity to develop the ability to work cooperatively. Instruction will provide students with the tools to define problems, critically analyze written and spoken information in the target language and to locate information needed to help make decisions and to solve problems. I will implement Stephen Toulmin's Model of Argumentation as a writing strategy. Students will be able to write a 500 word sustained argument free of mechanical error, reflecting his or her ability to reason. Domain B: Assessing Student Learning

Goal: I will develop more practical ways to assess students' learning to have a better understanding of their actual content assimilation. I will give students more opportunities to show grammar and vocabulary assimilation through essay and oral assessments. Students will be encouraged to become self-directed learners who are able to assess their own learning. I will continue using rubrics to provide them with clear expectations so they may accurately assess their own learning.
Domain C: Engaging and Supporting Students in Learning

Goal: I will utilize an assortment of teaching methods to accommodate different learning styles and to provide a more stimulating environment for students. I will continue incorporating Instructional Strategies such as Reciprocal Teaching, Group Work with Peers, Graphic Tools, Class Discussion, Students Portfolios, Cooperative Learning, and Differentiated Instruction and will increase the use of Technology in the classroom; specifically power point presentations and video recorded presentations. These instructional strategies will offer experiences that are visual, kinesthetic, verbal, logical, and interpersonal to students.
Domain D: Planning Instruction and Designing Learning Experiences for Students

Goal: Instruction will demonstrate short and long term planning which is based on The California State Standards. I will select and evaluate materials, resources, and technology for instruction. Specifically I will incorporate in the lesson plans more oral communication practice based on personal and cross curricular connections for students to maximize their learning. 
Domain E: Creating and Maintaining Effective Environments for Student Learning

Goal: I will provide an effective classroom environment that promotes fairness and respect. In order for students to learn how to work cooperatively I will increase group activities such as role playing and debates, that will help students to develop collaborative and negotiation skills. I will continue to plan daily lessons that are well planed to optimize time during instruction delivery. Daily agendas will be posted to manage classroom routines more effectively.
Domain F: Developing as a Professional Educator

Goal: To improve my teaching practice, I will develop a network with fellow educators to discuss and share strategies. Often reflect on the strategies implemented to decide whether or not these are working. I will continue attending professional developments that give me the skills to use the resources in my classroom and provide me with the opportunity to build my knowledge. I will attend seminars from the WRITE Institute and LA STARS to learn useful teaching strategies.

Domain A: Making Subject Matter Comprehensible to Students

· Scaffolding the daily lessons by making use of various vocabulary activities as a form of introducing the material to be covered. Vocabulary activities will range from using the 4-Square Chart, to Vocabulary Puzzles that will introduce both academic and content vocabulary to my students. 

· State-adopted academic standards will be utilized and posted as to specifically let my students know the material that we will be covering. 

Domain B: Assessing Student Learning

· Formal assessments by utilizing test generating materials such as ExamView to create end of the chapter exams. This type of exams will include true and false, matching, and multiple choice questions. 

· Writing assessments will be performed by the students as I will assign short essays on specific sections of the chapter. These writing assessments will need to be typed and detailed. A rubric will be given to the students as to make them aware of what is expected in the short essays.  

· Informal assessments by having the students give group presentations. The students will work as a group to present a detailed section of a chapter to the class. The presentation will include an outline, and a visual and the group will be given a grade that substitutes a chapter exam. Other informal assessments will include the students’ semester notebook, which will be graded twice per semester.   

Domain C: Engaging and Supporting Students in Learning

· Varying the teaching, by making use of various teaching technology aids that are available in the classroom. These will include the TV to show films, the LCD projector to present power point presentations, and the Over Head projector to conduct outlines and Cornell notes with the class. 

· Study guides by creating both outlines and chapter study guides that will assist the students in understanding the material presented in the various forms of teaching. 

Domain D: Planning Instruction and Designing Leaning Experiences for Students

· Will incorporate reading and literacy instruction in my lesson plans and units. I will conduct both pre-reading and post-reading activities before and after the completion of every chapter.  
· Will assign students to complete short pre-reading section assignments by providing them with and skeleton outline that will only include titles, heading, and sub-headings and have the students work in groups of two as to fill in the outline using the text.   

· Will prepare lesson plans that incorporate the state-adopted standards and that are sequential and connect to each other as a way to relate one lesson plan to the next as to make the learning less challenging to my students. 

Domain E: Creating and Maintaining Effective Environments for Student Learning

· Daily agendas will be utilized in order to maximize the instructional time allotted per class. The daily agendas will inform the students of the material and the activities that will be covered in each daily class. I will try to write the estimated time each activity will take. 

· Daily warm-ups will be assigned as a way to create a daily routine as students come into the classroom. The warm-ups goal will be two-fold, they will directly connect to the lesson that was taught the previous class as a way to review the material covered, and they will serve as a way to maintain classroom control as students will be required to wok on their warm-up as soon as the class begins. Students will have to copy both their daily agendas and daily warm-ups in their notebooks as they will be graded twice per semester. 

Domain F: Developing as a Professional Educator: 

· Will maintain good rapport with students, their parents, the faculty and other teachers by participating in various before and after school activities. I will set up tutoring sessions for my students that will take place before school and during lunch, these tutoring sessions will be tailored to struggling students as a way to assist them in meeting the class goals, as well as, a way to getting to know the students and figure out what can be affecting their learning. 

· Will participate and contribute in school workshops and seminars as a way to build good relationships with the faculty and staff. Will work hard with other staff to try to set up a club or program whose goal will be cultural sensitivity as to make all students that participate feel like they are wanted and that they belong in school. By making students feel included and wanted as a part of the school, I can hopefully inspire them to want to achieve their academic goals.
