Foundation Chair Earl Enzer called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with a quorum present. He thanked Board members for their participation on short notice, and outlined the business to be transacted. 
1.    Vance Peterson briefly described the Presidential search process and the opportunity for volunteer involvement.  He announced that the Board of Trustees called for a campus advisory committee comprised of members of the Alumni Association Board, the Foundation Board as well as campus administrative & support staff, student, faculty representatives.  Former Board member Irene Tovar has been appointed by the Alumni Associations and the Chancellor has appointed David Fleming as the community member-at-large.  At a special meeting of the Executive Committee on September 30, 2011 George Leis was appointed as the Foundation Board representative. 
A  motion was MSP [Peterson / Lainer] to ratify the selection of George Leis by the Executive Committee as the Foundation Board representative to serve on the Campus Advisory Committee to the Trustee Committee for the selection of the President of California State University, Northridge.
2.    Board Membership Committee Vice Chair George Leis announced that two previously approved candidates have accepted nomination at this time to the Foundation Board:

Irving ‘Irv’ Zakheim ‘72

A third candidate, Charles H. ‘Chuck’ Noski ’73, MS’95, HonD’07, has asked that his nomination be tabled until 2012.
A motion was (MSP)  [Leis / Mundy] to elect Robert Myman and Irving Zakheim as directors of the Foundation Board for a term beginning October 12, 2011 and ending June 30, 2014.  There were no other nominations presented at this time.

Development Committee Vice Chair Phil Mundy announced that at the September 21, 2011 meeting, the committee discussed a fund raising plan to honor President Koester’s retirement for the outstanding contributions she made during her term as President of CSUN. The proposal is for the Foundation to match gifts (one to one) for the Jolene Koester Presidential Scholarship up to a total of $100,000.  Sandy Paris confirmed that the Finance & Investment Committee agreed there are sufficient unrestricted funds available and endorsed the plan. Dr. Peterson said the endowment will be presented to Jolene at the December 3rd Leadership Summit and Presidential Farewell event.
A  motion was MSP [Mundy / Powell]  that the Board authorize the Foundation to commit to match up the $100,000 in individual gifts raised (dollar for dollar) for the Jolene Koester Scholarship Endowment.
